BLAND COUNTY SCHOOL BOARD BUDGET
Dr. Eric Workman updated the Board of Supervisors as follows:  Bland County School Board is requesting an additional budget appropriation of $688,000.00 of local funds.  The letter sent to the Board of Supervisors stated that the additional funding would permit the Bland County School Board to maintain the construction/lottery fund for future school facility projects.  The original budget request submitted by the School Board, utilized $688,915 from Lottery/Construction fund to balance their FY2013-2014 budget request.  This request of Additional local funds would require an increase of the current tax levies. Dr. Workman also reminded the Board of Supervisors of letters that the School Board had submitted as well as the letter he was directed to write to the School Board concerning an $864,908.00 shortfall of the School Board’s budget.  The requested budget appropriation would be equivalent to a 23.46% increase to the Real Estate tax levy or a 15.25% increase to the Real Estate and Personal Property Tax Levies.
