Mr. Blessing announced that the community of Bastian was 100 years old and used to be named Parkersburg.

Mr. Johnson asks about the recycling bins being full all the time.  Dr. Workman stated that this issue has been addressed that someone will be checking on them every day.

PUBLIC COMMENTS
Arlene Bridges voiced her concerns about abandoned cattle
Ms Bridges presented the board with a petition of approximately 100 signatures from citizens who were in favor of a County Ordinance from Fenced Out to Fenced In.  She also presented pictures of cattle on Suiter Rd.  Ms. Bridges stated that Rusty Meadows had abandoned three cows on rented property and that these cows were always in the road.   She stated that her concern was that someone would hit one of these cows with a vehicle and be injured or killed.  She said that people would knock on their door in the middle of the night to let her and her husband know that their cows were out, but they are the abandoned cattle.  
Sheriff, Jerry Thompson stated that he had spoke to Mr. Meadows and that he did not want the cattle.

Ms. Bridges ask could she dispose of the cattle.
Dr. Workman asks that he could check the logicalities before such a measure was taken.
